ACADEMIC REFERENCE: Please provide this form to a current teacher, school administrator, or counselor that
knows the applicant personally. Please follow up to confirm that the Recommendation has been completed and sent
to CCHS.

ADMISSION & ENROLLMENT: Applicants will be notified as soon as possible after completion of the
foregoing steps regarding their acceptance and admission to CCHS. After notification of acceptance, the
parents/guardians will be asked to complete and return a Registration and Enrollment Agreement and pay a $400
non-refundable registration fee. Parents will also be asked to submit copies of the applicant's birth certificate and up-
to-date immunization record.

TUITION & FEES: Upon receipt of the Registration and Enrollment Agreement and non-refundable $400
Registration fee, class placement will be confirmed, or in classes where enrollment openings are limited, applicants
may be placed in a wait pool. Class placement may occur from the wait pool but is not guaranteed. 2009/2010
tuition is $7,500. Tuition is due August 1, 2009. You may also pay tuition in 10 monthly installments of $790 (a $40
monthly service fee will apply).
